Bahamian government sent out its defense force and did not allow this to happen.

What happened when the barge neared the Florida Keys?

The Florida government sent of federal environmental agents in white suits and protective breathing
masks to look for hazardous materials. They found that it was ordinary garbage. The barge still was
not allowed to stop.

What happened after two months?
Islip said that they would take the garbage back. They would put out yellow ribbons to welcome it.
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What was the plan to get the garbage back to Islip?
The barge would dock in Queens, New York and then be driven by truck.

What delayed unloading the barge while it was docked in Brooklyn?
A court hearing was scheduled about the trash driving through Queens. Meanwhile city health
inspectors took samples of the trash. Police guarded the barge.
